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New Hampshire PG Bill SIGNED BY GOVERNOR SIMHEEN

This is a one pace newsletter to update you on the licensure bill. The final outcome is that the House passed it, the Senate passed it, and the Governor signed it. The trials and tribulations of getting it through the legislature should be set into book format. Many thanks to the geologists and supporters who worked hard to get it through and the legislators who, in an act of desperation, worked long hours but succeeded.

What is neat???

1st‑take a well‑deserved rest. NO NHCPG MEETING UNTIL SEPTEMBER 6 AT NHDES in Concord.

2nd‑the first issue to take up in September should be: Who will NHCPG propose to be on the Board of Geologists in New Hampshire??? The legislation calls for four geologists and one non‑geologist to be on the Board. It will be up to us to propose five or six geologists to go through the process and four be appointed by the Governor.

3rd‑the next issue to take up in September should be: growing the treasury again. The cost of getting the bill through took a hefty toll on our treasury and needs to be built up again. The next (very major) cost will undoubtedly be the NASBOG Test. The cost will be in the $18,000 range, and it is up to us to purchase it for the state.

The Geologists Bill will become effective 60 days after the Governor signed it (on June 21, 2000) or about August 21 St. After that, the Board must be proposed and appointed by the Governor. After the Board is in place, they must begin rule‑making and have operational rules in place as soon as possible to begin the `grandfather period'.
